Memorandum of Understanding

Between

NAME OF PARTNER (1)

(Hereinafter referred to as NAME THAT PARTNER (1) wants to be referred as)

and

NAME OF PARTNER (2)

(Hereinafter referred to as NAME THAT PARTNER (2) wants to be referred as)

Whereas NAME OF PARTNER (1) and NAME OF PARTNER (2) both wish to provide a <program>; and Whereas both NAME OF PARTNER (1) and NAME OF PARTNER (2) are seeking funding for the purpose of demonstrating the effectiveness of such a project;

It is mutually agreed that NAME OF PARTNER (1) and NAME OF PARTNER (2) shall collaborate in a project to provide such a program and to demonstrate its effectiveness as follows:

1. Name:

The Project shall be called <Project Name>.

2. Purpose:

a) To provide an opportunity for youth who face significant barriers and inequity, particularly African Canadian youth, 

b) Build youth leadership in the neighbourhood

c) Improve learning and education

d) Generate income for youth through innovative, entrepreneurial ideas

3. Duration:

The Collaborative Agreement (the “Agreement”) shall remain in force for the duration of the funding for the project, unless terminated earlier in accordance with the provisions of Article 10 of this Agreement.  This Agreement shall be renewed automatically each year, provided that neither party requested a termination of the Agreement. NAME OF PARTNER (1) and NAME OF PARTNER (2) expressly acknowledges and agrees that the term of this Agreement and any renewal term(s) hereof are expressly subject to the funding provided by the African-Canadian Christian Network (hereinafter referred to as ACCN) for the purpose of funding the Project. In the event that the ACCN terminates or reduces any funding for the Project, or any portion thereof that are the subject matter of this Agreement, NAME OF PARTNER (1) shall be entitled to immediately terminate this Agreement or the portion hereof relating to the Project in respect of which NAME OF PARTNER (1) is no longer funded by the ACCN.

4. Responsibilities:

a) NAME OF PARTNER (1) and NAME OF PARTNER (2) shall deliver the program from NAME OF PARTNER (2)’s location at <address>, using the staff under its supervision.

b) NAME OF PARTNER (1) shall provide the training and evaluation, using the staff, under its supervision, in consultation with NAME OF PARTNER (2).

c) Committee members from NAME OF PARTNER (1) and NAME OF PARTNER (2) will oversee the administration, operation of the <project name>, finances, budgeting, disbursements.

d) NAME OF PARTNER (1) and NAME OF PARTNER (2) shall hire an Independent Auditor to review financial records/statements.  The cost of the auditor will be considered an administrative expense for purpose of this Agreement.

e) Volunteers from both NAME OF PARTNER (1) and NAME OF PARTNER (2) shall be used to supplement the staffing of <Project> and NAME OF PARTNER (2) <Project>.

f) NAME OF PARTNER (1) and NAME OF PARTNER (2) shall speak publicly on behalf of the Collaborative Agreement.

g) NAME OF PARTNER (1) and NAME OF PARTNER (2) shall together source funding and Fundraising.
h) NAME OF PARTNER (1) and NAME OF PARTNER (2) shall market <Project> and provide Community liaison.

i) NAME OF PARTNER (1) and NAME OF PARTNER (2) shall disburse funds as approved.

j) NAME OF PARTNER (1) shall prepare financial reports for the ACCN with input from NAME OF PARTNER (2).

k) NAME OF PARTNER (1) shall prepare periodic reports to the ACCN as requested, with input from NAME OF PARTNER (2).

l) NAME OF PARTNER (2) shall hire and manage the project staff.

m) NAME OF PARTNER (2) shall complete intake for all clients.

n) NAME OF PARTNER (2) shall be solely responsible for all Facilities Management.

o) NAME OF PARTNER (2) shall acquire and disburse all assets used in the <Project>.

p) NAME OF PARTNER (1) shall provide input into the policy direction for the <Project Name>.

5. Project Design:

a)
NAME OF PARTNER (1) and NAME OF PARTNER (2) shall consult one another in relation to the <Project Name> design prior to its implementation.

b)
NAME OF PARTNER (1) and NAME OF PARTNER (2) shall consult one another in relation to the implementation plan prior to Implementation.

6. Implementation:


NAME OF PARTNER (1) and NAME OF PARTNER (2) agree that each will ensure that the design is implemented as agreed upon from time to time.

7. Administration:

a)
NAME OF PARTNER (1) shall administer the finances of the Project and in so doing, shall provide funding received periodically from the ACCN in respect of the Project for its responsibilities as outlined in section (4). 

b)
NAME OF PARTNER (2) shall provide reports on their areas of responsibility to NAME OF PARTNER (1) for inclusion in NAME OF PARTNER (1) reports to the ACCN, no later than 5 business days prior to NAME OF PARTNER (1) required deadline for submission of reports, as specified by ACCN.

c)
NAME OF PARTNER (1) shall provide reports to the ACCN by the ACCN’s required submission deadline, with a copy of the full and final report to NAME OF PARTNER (2).

8. Collaboration:

NAME OF PARTNER (1) and NAME OF PARTNER (2) shall meet as agreed on a regular basis during the Project to enable mutual cooperation in ensuring that respective responsibilities are being realized.

9. Results:

a)
NAME OF PARTNER (1) and NAME OF PARTNER (2) shall independently prepare a final Evaluation Report of the program design, with recommendations.

b)
Both NAME OF PARTNER (1) and NAME OF PARTNER (2) shall have the right to use the results of the Evaluation Report in any subsequent <project name> program they may design and deliver, either individually or collaboratively.

10. Termination:

In addition to the termination rights referred to in Article 2, either party in any of the following circumstances may terminate this Agreement:

a)
By giving 30 days prior written notice if the other party is in breach or default in the performance of any of its obligations herein and such breach or default is not remedied to the satisfaction of the non-breaching party within such thirty (30) day period; or

b)
By the other party immediately in the event that:

i)
one party becomes bankrupt or insolvent; or

ii)
a receiving order is made against one party; or

iii)
a resolution is passed or other action taken for winding up or dissolution of one party; or

iv)
one party files any notice under or derives benefit from any statute relating to bankruptcy or insolvent debtors or the orderly payment of debts; or

v)
a representation or warranty of one party set forth in this Agreement is false or inaccurate in any material respect; or

vi)
one party ceases operation as a charity under the Income Tax Act (Canada).

11. Independent Contractors:

NAME OF PARTNER (1) and NAME OF PARTNER (2) have entered into this Agreement solely for the purposes and to the extent set forth in this Agreement and the relationship between NAME OF PARTNER (1) and NAME OF PARTNER (2) is and shall, at all times during the term of this Agreement, be that of independent contractors. Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed to constitute that either NAME OF PARTNER (1) or NAME OF PARTNER (2) or any of their personnel are NAME OF PARTNER (2), employees or agents of the other for any purpose. Neither NAME OF PARTNER (1) or NAME OF PARTNER (2), nor any of their personnel has any authority to bind the other party in any manner whatsoever.

12. Counterparts:

This Agreement may be executed in two or more counterparts, including by way of facsimile, each of which shall be deemed an original and all of which together shall constitute one and the same Agreement.

13. Assignment:

This Agreement may not be assigned or subcontracted by either party without the prior written consent of the other which consent may not be unreasonably withheld.
